Dear Presidents and Membership Chairmen; 

 

 Thank you for all you do for the American Legion Family; because of the diligent efforts of our Unitôs membership 

chairmen, this organization continues to remain strong for our veterans, our youth, our communities and our future.  

  Our National American Legion Auxiliary Headquarters is in the process of designing a ñnewò Management Information 

System (ALA MIS), member database. The ALA MIS will allow all Departments, Districts and Units to access their 

membership data through a secure online website. We promise to move slowly through this change and will not leave anyone 

behind, one step at a time into the world of technology with you.   

(1) Step one will be to have the ALA ï MIS fully functional for Departments only in May 2010. 

(2) Step two will be to eliminate the three-part renewal cards.  Units will receive preprinted 2011 Membership Cards, 

Membership Unit Roster and Unit Transmittal Forms. (There will be no need for stubs A & B)  

(3) Step three will be no change; Units will send to Department for processing the same Unit Transmittal Form with paid 

members listed on the back and a check in the correct amountof dues owed.  

(4) National will prepare and mail dues renewals notices to all unpaid members on August 15
, 
2010.  

 

As National and Departments move forward with the new system, please keep an open mind to the opportunities the ALA 

MIS will bring for us.  Only after Department Headquarters staff completely understands the new system will the Districts 

and Units be granted access to the membership database; full access to the new system will require Internet service. Within 

the next couple years it would be a good idea to look within your units for members who are computer savvy and comfortable 

using the Internet to do membership.  

.  Once you have been granted online access to your Unitôs member database, you will be able to:  

ü Make address changes and receive notification of address changes 

ü Receive up to date Membership totals, goals, percentages, comparisons reports, etc.  

ü View membersô current address, phone #, emails address, date joined, continuous years.  

ü Track volunteersô hours. 

ü Know what members are currently holding National, Department, District and Unit offices or chairmen position and 

view the history of your members office and/or chairmen positions held.  

ü See or print complete current membership roster. 

ü See or print non-renewal report 

ü See or print deceased members report. 

ü Register for events 

ü Pay dues online
