UNIT CONSOLIDATED ACTIVITY REPORT:  The new 2-page Unit Consolidated Activity Report must be 

completed by all Units and submitted to Department Headquarters by May 1
st
.  Remember the “Power of One”:  

one member, one unit, one district, one Department…ONE CONSOLIDATED REPORT.  We need each Unit’s 

report so we can accurately account for all activities.  Consider the many ways you supported our veterans, their 

families, children and youth, or the community.  Did you brighten a Veteran’s day with a card, a phone call or a 

cup of coffee? Donate to a VA hospital?  Make tray favors, knit an afghan or donate treats?  Distribute Poppies 

and use the donations for Veterans programs?  Sponsor a girl for Badger Girls State?  Sponsor a student’s 

scholarship application?  Write letters to congress in support of Veterans issues?  Make pocket flags or adopt an 

active duty military family?  March in a parade?  Donate to the AEF?  Help with a job fair?  Support Junior 

Members?  Promote the Past Presidents Parley?  Record these activities on the Consolidated Activity Report 

and return it to Headquarters by May 1
st
.  Even if only one member did one thing – REPORT IT!   Questions 

should be directed to the appropriate program chairman. 

 

DISBANDING A UNIT:  Each year the annual report causes Units to reflect and to then think they are not 

doing enough or should turn in their Charter.  At the 2007 Department Convention the following procedures 

were approved concerning cancellation of a Unit’s Charter.  

1. A Unit with less than 10 members must solicit the help of the County, District and/or Department 

Officers, who will meet with Unit members to talk about options and their future; this meeting should 

include the local Legion Post Commander.  

2. Letters must be written to every member advising them of the desire to disband and of a meeting date 

for all interested parties to come together and discuss their future; this meeting will include District 

and/or Department Officers.   

3. If all options fail, then a Unit with less than 10 members may request that their District President make a 

recommendation at the next Department Executive Committee meeting that their Charter be cancelled. 

4. Cancellation of a Unit’s Charter must have final approval from the National Executive Committee.  

Every effort should be made to revitalize a Unit before disbanding.  If your Unit is struggling from lack of 

leadership, please call your District President or Department Membership Chairman for help. 

 

MEMORIAL SERVICE AT DEPARTMENT CONVENTION:  For a deceased member to be included in 

the 2011 Department Convention Memorial Book, department headquarters must receive the information via a 

Member Data Form by May 1
st
.  Forms are available on the website or by calling department headquarters.  

Convention is scheduled for July 14-17, 2011 in Appleton.  Information will be sent to Units and posted on the 

website as soon as it is available.

Sally Haskell, MD, consultant to VA‘s Women Veterans Health Strategic Health Care Group, 
spoke at the 3rd Annual Trauma Spectrum Conference at NIH, where she revealed that 
results from the study show significant differences in certain symptomatology. ―We especially 
wanted to look at clinical diagnoses in this cohort. In the men and women coming back, are 
there differences in the clinical diagnoses after serving in combat?‖ 
Female veterans utilize VA services more frequently (86%) compared to men (79%), with that 
increased frequency extending to mental health services. 
The top complaints from women recently returning from combat are: back problems, joint 
disorders, PTSD, female genital disorders, mild depression, and musculoskeletal disorders. 
Significant differences are seen in mild depression, with women exhibiting it 80% more than 
male veterans, and in musculoskeletal disorders, with a 20% increase among women. Major 
depression is almost twice as common in women, and adjustment disorder and skin disorders 
are also higher in women. 
Pain seems to differ between men and women veterans of OEF/OIF, Haskell said. ―They are 
equally likely to be assessed for pain. But while men had more pain than women, women 
were more likely to have moderate-to-severe pain and men were more likely to have 
persistent pain. It‘s not what you see in a lot of other studies, and we don‘t know what to 
make of it.

Wow, how the years pass us by, right ladies.  It was just the other day when I thought about a member I 

hadn‘t seen for awhile.  I wondered what ever happened to her and mentioned it at a meeting.  A shrill reply 

came from the ladies sitting before me, “O’ she dropped out a few years back, don’t you remember?”  This 

voice proceeded to tell me “You know she was getting old.  She had trouble getting around, and so she 

dropped her membership.”  A dark shiver came over me with a glancing glare of sadness that no one in the 

Unit bothered to say anything about it until now.   

Now ladies, my memory is sometimes stagnant but I don‘t ever remember who said it‘s ok that we lose a 

member because she is getting old or has a problem getting to a meeting.  Many of us would be the first to 

help that person get to a meeting and try our best to keep her from dropping her membership.

Veterans Capitol Rally 
A Key Opportunity to Advocate for Veterans

 I‘m excited that word is getting out about an important event for veterans next month.  On April 13, the 
Wisconsin Department of Veterans Affairs (WDVA) will hold a Veterans Capitol Rally, in collaboration with 
veterans service organizations and advocacy groups.
