Remember the old saying “the only two things in life you can be guaranteed of is death 

and taxes”?  In my family, that was a very familiar saying – at least a couple of times a week.  

As a child, we didn’t put much thought into it did we?   

We don’t know when a disaster may occur or when a catastrophic event may happen 

such as a flood, tornado, hurricane or a fire but, when it does, it leaves behind many problems.  

Sometimes a helping hand can make all the difference in the world for an Auxiliary member but 

many times it requires financial help.  Luckily, the Auxiliary Emergency Fund is available for 

those members who find themselves with nowhere to turn for financial help in such 

emergencies. 

The program is there for those who need it and qualify.  One of the qualifications is the 

Auxiliary member must have had her dues paid for the last two consecutive years plus the 

current year (three years total).  We need to remind our members of that requirement; especially 

those have not paid their dues. This is a great tool to use when trying to get those renewals.  

How devastated a member would be if some type of disaster occurred and they needed help but 

they were denied because they hadn’t paid their dues.   

 Another name for the program could be “members helping members” as the Auxiliary 

Emergency Fund operates on contributions made by its members.  Last year, the Fund 

distributed over $111,000 in grants and several of those grants went to members right here in 

Wisconsin.  In order to continue to issue grants to the extent it is needed, we need to keep those 

contributions coming.   National would like to see the contributions up 10% more than last year 

and I am confident Wisconsin can meet or surpass that goal.    

Many Units cannot afford to contribute but they can hold fundraisers. For one type of 

fundraiser, I challenge you to try to come up with a fundraiser with “Libraries of Love” as your 

theme.  Let’s see who can be the most creative.  Be sure to let me know what you have done 

and include pictures.

PURPOSE:  To promote quality education for children and adults through classroom activities, literacy programs, 

scholarship promotion and support of education beyond high school, especially for military children. 
 

Department Level Objectives: 
 

1. Objective:  Focus attention on educational and scholarship opportunities for military children, whether 

their parent(s) are active duty or reserve. 

Action Steps: 

a.  Give 10 to Education program:  Units can contribute supplies to classrooms in their 

community.  Priority can be given to schools on military bases, military schools or military 

Family Support Groups to provide Give 10 items to military families in your area. 

b. Participate in the United Through Reading (www.Unitedthroughreading.org) 

c. Seek out local opportunities for scholarships and share with the military members in your 

community. 

d. Participate in American Education Week.  This year‟s theme is “Great Public Schools: A Basic 

Right and Our Responsibility.”  The Dates are November 13-19, 2011. 

2. Objective: Enhance respect for the sacrifices of our military heroes among school children by 

scheduling Veterans in the Classroom programs at local schools.  

a. Collaborate with Legionnaires in home Post in this effort to put Veterans in the classroom. 

b. Provide information to classroom teachers to prepare classes on the challenges facing the military 

families (particularly the children). 
 

Programs and Activities 

 

1. Children of Warriors National President’s Scholarship – The National Presidents‟ scholarships are 

awarded to children of veterans who served in the Armed Forces during the eligibility dates for The 

American Legion.  The applicant must complete 50 hours of community service during his/her high 

school years to be eligible for one of these scholarships. 

 

2. The Non-Traditional Student – There will be five scholarships, each in the amount of $1,000, 

awarded in each administrative year.  One $1,000 scholarship will be awarded in each American 

Legion Auxiliary division.  Applicant must be a member of the American Legion, Auxiliary, or Sons of 

the American Legion and shall have paid dues for the two preceding years and for the calendar year in 

which application is made. 

 

3. Spirit of Youth – One Junior member in each division will receive a scholarship valued at $1,000 per 

year for four years (total of $4,000). The applicant must have held membership in the American Legion 

Auxiliary for the immediate past three years, currently hold a membership card, and continue to 

maintain her membership throughout the four-year scholarship period.

1. Most Outstanding American Education Week Program – A citation will be presented to the Unit 

for the most outstanding American Education Week program.  Award entry shall be in narrative form 

and must not exceed 1,000 words.  The cover page should have the name of the award entry, Unit name 

and name and address of the Unit Chairman.  Entries must be mailed to Betty Stone, no later than 

January 31, 2012. 

 

2. Most Oustanding Literacy Program – A citation will be presented to the dUnit for the most 

outstanding literacy program.  Award entry shall be in narrative form and must not exceed 1,000 

words.  The cover page should have the name of the award entry, the Unit name, and name and address 

of the Unit Chairman.  Intries must be mailed to Betty Stone by March 31, 2012. 

 

3. Most Outstanding Veterans in the Classroom Program – A citation will be presented to the Unit for 

the most outstanding Veteran in the Classroom Program.  Award entry shall be in narrative form and 

must not exceed 1,000 words.  The cover page should have the name of the award entry, Unit name and 

name and address of the Unit Chairman.  Entries must be mailed to Betty Stone by April 30, 2012. 

 

4. Most Outstanding Scholarship Program – A Citation will be presented to the Unit for the most 

outstanding scholarship program.  Award entry shall be in narrative form and must not exceed 1,000 

words.  The cover page should have the name of the award entry, the Unit name, and name and address 

of the Unit Chairman..  Entries must be mailed to Betty Stone by March 31, 2012. 

 

5. Give 10 to Education – Every Unit participating in the Give 10 to Education Program will be featured 

on the ALA website‟s Give 10 Honor Roll, a page dedicated to showcasing contributions to this 

program.  Units will notify the Central Divisional Chairman, Katie Jo Baumgardner, 913-406-5880, e-

mail: Katie_baumgardner@baylor.edu in writing and indicate what was accomplished under this 

program.  This program will accept submissions at any time during the year, but no later than May, 

2012. 

 

6. Honoring the Service of our Military – A citation will be presented to one Unit for the most 

outstanding promotion of education for military children.  Award entry shall be in narrative form and 

must not exceed 1,000 words.  It may include pictures and other forms of publicity.  Each Unit shall 

submit a cover page to include the name of the award entry, Unit name, contact information, and name 

and address of the Unit chairman.  Entries must be submitted to Betty Stone by April 30, 2012.

a. Continue to solicit donations to the “Homeless Women Veterans” Grant Fund. 

 

2) To ask for Volunteers from each District, County or Unit that are willing to be the “Connection” 

to women Veterans in communities when personal contact is required to complete the Grant 

assistance. 

a. The Auxiliary does not give money directly to a Veteran; at times it become necessary to 

have someone go shopping for or with the Veteran, help with transportation or assist the 

Veteran in finding other VA benefits and representatives.  

 

3) To develop a program, “Making Connections – Women to Women” which will assist American 

Legion Auxiliary members in becoming a resource of information for Veterans in their 

communities; with special emphasis on the needs of Women Veterans and their children. 

 

4) To develop a resource manual to be used as a reference guide to ensure women Veterans are aware 

of benefits, services and programs available from the U. S. Department of Veterans Affairs, 

Wisconsin Department of Veterans Affairs, Veteran Service Organizations and other organizations 

that offer support and services to Veterans.  

a. The resource manual is not designed to show you how to determine eligibility, process 

claims or handle complaints, but to empower you with knowledge to assist Veterans.

MAKING CONNECTIONS -WOMEN to WOMEN 

 

  From contacts and communication with the ALA Grants program 

comes awareness that women Veterans throughout Wisconsin need to 

be recognized for their service and informed of the many Veteran 

Benefits available to her. 

 

 Women Veterans do not think of themselves as “Veterans.” (or understand “who” is a Veteran.) 

 Women Veterans are trained to take care of themselves, asking for help is a sign of weakness.  

 Women Veterans do not make use of the many Veterans Benefits they have earned, as their male 

counterparts do. 

 Many women Veterans have experienced military sexual trauma (MST)  

 Women Veterans do not trust Department of Veterans Affairs administrators or military staff. 

 The majority of homeless or at-risk women Veterans have minor children, therefore will not seek 

help from the VA, because of an unfounded fear that if they ask for help, they will lose custody of 

their children. 

 The Veterans needs information about VA benefits & resource, with easy access and availability 

in their community.   

 

  The following agencies held a round-table discussion in June, focused on women Veteran issues: 

Director of Madison Vet Center, Homeless Veterans Coordinator Madison VA Medical Center, 

Women‟s‟ Health Clinic Madison VA Medical Center, Women Veterans Coordinator – Wisconsin Dept 

of Veterans Affairs, County Veteran Service Officer, Wisconsin National Guard Support Services, 

American Red Cross and American Legion Auxiliary.  

 

  This „focus group” agreed on three main issues: (1) helping women Veterans know the benefits they 

have earned, (2) helping them connect to the VA Benefit Representatives and other resources available 

and (3) if necessary helping the Veteran through the process.  

 

With 26,000 American Legion Auxiliary members in the Wisconsin, it makes perfect sense to ask them to 

continue to do what they do best – “service not self – for veterans”, by “Making Connections” to the 

28,000 women Veterans in Wisconsin.  

 

  The Vet Center Team Leaders and Wisconsin American Red Cross are offering to Connect with the  

American Legion Auxiliary by coming to your meeting sites, bring information and an understanding of  

the variety of Veteran Agencies and the VA Benefits available, where to Connect to VA Benefit  

Representatives and to offer support and honor the military service of women Veterans in your  

Community.  

 

  We are asking Auxiliary District, Counties or Units to host a local “Making Connections - Women to 

Women” meetings, inviting local women Veterans to come and meet with County Veteran Service 

Officers, Department of Workforce Veteran Rep, VA Medical Center Women Health Rep, Vet Center 

Team Leaders, local organizations and local agencies, anyone who can offer information and support to 

women Veterans.   

 

This is not complicated; just establishing a networking system with the American Legion Auxiliary and

Are you Ready? 

 

As part of the National Security program, you can support implementation of homeland security programs of The 
American Legion and the American Legion Auxiliary.  To do this you can have a training exercise in your post home to 
give training in first aid, CPR, or any other type of emergency skills.  You can collect supplies for emergency 
preparedness kits and distribute them in your community. And, when a disaster strikes, be there to volunteer as a unit.  
Below are some suggestions for being Ready and preparing for the unexpected. 
 
About the Ready Campaign…Launched in February 2003, Ready is a national public service advertising (PSA) campaign 
designed to educate and empower Americans to prepare for and respond to emergencies including natural and man-
made disasters. The goal of the campaign is to get the public involved and ultimately to increase the level of basic 
preparedness across the nation.  
 
Some of the things you can do to prepare for the unexpected, such as making an emergency supply kit and developing a 
family communications plan, are the same for both a natural or man-made emergency.  
However, there are important differences among potential emergencies that will impact the decisions you make and the 
actions you take. Learn more about the potential emergencies that could happen where you live and the appropriate way 
to respond to them.  
 
In addition, learn about the emergency plans that have been established in your area by your state and local government.  
Emergency preparedness is no longer the sole concern of earthquake prone Californians and those who live in the part of 
the country known as "Tornado Alley." For Americans, preparedness must now account for man-made disasters as well 
as natural ones. Knowing what to do during an emergency is an important part of being prepared and may make all the 
difference when seconds count.  
 
Ready asks individuals to do three key things: get an emergency supply kit, make a family emergency plan, and be 
informed about the different types of emergencies that could occur.  Here are some simple steps to prepare for and 
respond to potential emergencies.  
 
Recommended items to include in a basic emergency kit: 
 Water, one gallon per person for at least three days. 
 Food, at least a three-day supply of non-perishable items 
 Can opener for food 
 Battery powered or hand crank radio and a NOAA Weather Radio 
 Flashlight with extra batteries 
 First aid kit. 
 Dust mask, plastic sheeting and duct tape 
 Whistle to signal for help 
 Moist towelettes, garbage bags and plastic ties for personal sanitation 

 
Additional items to consider adding to your kit are: medications, glasses, pet food and extra water, infant formula and 
diapers, cash, change of clothing and matches in a waterproof container.   
 
And, don’t forget about an emergency kit for your vehicle for our harsh and unpredictable Wisconsin winters. Be sure to 
keep a blanket, flashlight, shovel, extra gloves, food items that won’t freeze, etc. to keep you safe if you get stuck or break 
down in bad weather.

Facts – shortage of affordable housing, poverty, disability, lingering effects of Post-Traumatic Stress 

Disorder, substance abuse, lack of family and social support networks. 

What we can do to help – participate in the nearest stand down. A Stand down is a 2-3 day outreach 

event that gives homeless veterans and their families a secure place to receive nutritious meals, health 

care, clothing, legal assistance and a wide range of other information and supportive services.  This is 

an opportunity to create an atmosphere conducive to change and recovery.  

Donations – Based on the needs you can chose to donate money or coordinate a special fund raising 

event. Good condition recyclable items that might be used for furnishing a shelter or a move-in 

package for those moving out of a shelter. House warming baskets, baby baskets or buddy baskets can 

help. 

Volunteer – We all have skills that are useful, work with a local provider on how you can help. 

Homeless Shelters – We have homeless veterans at all of the VA Facilities. Donations are a priority to 

help them – monetary, clothing, food, items for furnishing a home or the facility itself. 

Contact your elected representatives – See the “National Coalition for Homeless Veterans” website for 

current legislative issues concerning homeless veterans www.nchv.org. Write letters get to the point 

with what you want and request a response, include your address. 

Soup kitchens – if you have some in your area volunteer to help. 

Local homeless coalitions – Federal dollars for homeless programs are prioritized and disbursed 

through the local groups and often veterans’ needs are not considered during the priority setting 

process. Where are veterans’ priorities in your community? Are they receiving needed services? Be a 

voice for homeless and at-risk veterans.
